HOV LANE wasn't far back between horses, stayed well out from the rail around the final turn then finished
willingly between horses to miss. ROCKFIELD held a short lead between horses, raced three wide around the final turn and faltered in the lane. MILITARY
PIKE stalked two wide between horses to the stretch then weakened. AM INSPIRED had position outside, vied four wide between horses on the final turn
then flattened out. DROP THE GUN had position along the rail, advanced on the backstretch, then bore out into COLLEGE BOUND leaving the furlong
grounds and weakened. ROYAL IGNITION was no factor. WIN TIGAR WIN was fractious in the gate, raced two wide and tired.
