CUMBERLAND GAP wasn't far back, stayed out from the rail around the turn, vied outside the leader into the final furlong then wore down that one in deep
stretch. | WANDA WIN took command at once, raced two wide around the turn, bore out under left hand whip through the lane and gave way late. PACIFIC
RIDGE raced the three path around the turn and closed willingly between horses. SMOOTH SERVICE raced the four path around the turn and finished
willingly between horses. RED ROCKET EXPRESS was slow early, swung wide into the stretch and closed willingly outside. LORD BALTIMORE was slow
to settle, raced two wide around the turn and gained mildly inside. GRANDPA'S KING lagged after a slow break, was wide into the stretch and found best
stride too late. LEGAL PUNCH pressed inside the early leader while along the rail and tired. HAVERSACK stayed inside and was finished early.
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
