TIME LIMIT , away alertly, prompted the pace outside PRINCESS KOKACHIN, was put to strong asking mid turn, went on the attack soon after, saw the
leader shake back clear inside the three sixteenths, kept on doggedly, secured command in deep stretch then kicked clear. KAYLASAURUS was steadied
back from between runners in the opening sixteenth, regrouped and edged up wide into the turn, advanced four to five wide under a ride heading to the
quarter pole, straightened away and continued on gamely to earn the place in the final yards. PRINCESS KOKACHIN sped clear early, set the pace towards
the inside, dug in when confronted after a half mile, was guided three wide into the lane, spurted back clear under pressure in mid stretch, ceded command
inside the sixteenth pole then gave way grudgingly. PRODIGY DOLL chased the pace, raced to the inside of rivals mid turn and churned on. REGAL
RETORT saved ground while off the pace, was under a hearty ride mid turn, swung six wide into the stretch and had belated action. BUNTING , well placed
tracking the pace along the rail, stayed willingly to the three sixteenths then faded. FILLE D'ESPRIT lost any real chance after hesitating and bobbling at the
break, found herself far back early, made a five wide between rivals in upper stretch then flattened out. DON'T CALL ME MARY lacked speed, raced well



back into the turn, saved some ground near the quarter pole but never generated a response. HIBISCUS PUNCH , a bit keyed up early, steadied between
rivals while close up past the five eighths, chased two wide between runners into the stretch and faded. PHANTOM SHOT failed to menace while wide near
the quarter pole. WHISKEY AND RYE , rated well back early, was outrun. OUR SWEET GIRL , four wide pursuing outside rivals, stayed in touch to the

quarter pole then gave way.
