then widened that margin to prove best under a mild drive. GENIEINABRIDLE was bumped soundly at the break, settled two to three wide, made a three to
four wide run on the far turn and came five wide into the lane and finished willingly to gain the place award. LA MACCHINA ROSSA prompted the early pace
three wide and then vied for the lead in between rivals by the half mile marker, then dropped towards the inside on the far turn and came three wide into the
lane and was out-kicked for the place award. G'S FIREBALL pressed the pace from the outside and made a three wide bid to take over and shake clear and
move to the inside on the far turn and came into the lane saving ground but faded in the final furlong. SCOTT ALAIA broke out and bumped a rival soundly,
then tracked the pace on the inside on the first turn and tired. HAPPYBIRTHDAYCOREY was away alertly and showed the way on the inside setting a slow
first quarter and then was headed by the five furlong marker and gave way on the far turn.
